1. It was noted that Councillors had received detailed submissions from various interested parties.
2. Committee members were reminded that they are only consultees and can recommend approval or refusal as they deem fit.

3. It would seem that this is a contentious application which appears to be opposed by local residents.

4. The Fenland Local Plan does not contain clarity relating to windfall applications, and figures quoted of up to 249 properties is not conducive with normal national standards.

5. It has recently been concluded that there is no actual FDC windfall policy.

6. A recent FDC document (Developer Contributions Supplementary Planning Document – Consultation Draft December 2014) describes a major development as one of 10 dwellings or more.

7. The Draft March Neighbourhood Plan will be released in March 2015, and this development would be contrary to policies contained therein.

8. Taking into account all the above reasons, it would be advisable to recommend refusal.
9. However, it was agreed that if any higher authority disagrees with our recommendation and agrees approval, MTC would recommend a Section 106 agreement (or something similar) of say £10,000 per property towards the provision of sporting facilities on Estover Playing Field.
